On
the back nine, he shot a 39 with a bogey on the 11th hole and
double bogey on the 16th hole. Scamehorn, 55, playing in his
first Senior Championship is now exempt into the 2004 Florida
State Amateur Championship at The Club at TwinEagles on
June 17-20. This is his fifth Florida State Championship title as
he has won the 1992 Mid-Senior, 1993 Mid-Amateur, 1995

Cancel, Suspend or Reduce the Number of Rounds?

Have you ever
wondered who
makes the call
on what to do
when something
happens that
may affect a tour-
nament?

Actually, it is the responsibility of
the Committee to conduct the event
in a fair and equitable manner. They
must take into account all factors
and do what they think is best.

Winds gusting so hard that a ball
will not remain at rest on the put-
ting green or an approaching hur-
ricane are certainly two reasons to
take action. How about a sudden
torrential downpour resulting in
the course being unplayable or even
a national or regional disaster such
as 9/11!

Recently, our State Senior Ama-
teur Championship fell victim to
foul weather. The competition was
scheduled for 54 holes of stroke
play over three consecutive days.
The field of 156 competitors was to
play in both morning and afternoon
waves on all days.

On day one, we monitored the
radar and knew that our fate rested
on one significant cell of severe
weather moving in from the south-
west. If we were lucky, it would veer
off and we might get the first round
in with just rain and no lightning.
However, nearly three inches of rain
accompanied by hundreds of light-
ning strikes forced the suspension
of play at 1:40 PM. When the storm
finally subsided, the course was un-
der water.

The Committee huddled with
the club staff and was soon made
aware by the superintendent that
there would be no more play today.
Additionally, his staff would not be
able to get the course into playable
condition until 10:30 AM the next
morning due to the amount of rain.

Now the question the Committee
had to answer was do we cancel,
suspend, or reduce the number of
rounds? All factors were taken into
consideration.

Would the course be available
an additional day? Did we want to
ask the players to stay an additional
day?

How many players had com-
pleted, started or not started the
first round? Had the players who
had finished played in extremely ad-
verse weather? Approximately nine
hours of playing time had been lost;
how much time was left?

Guided by Decisions 33-2d/1,
33-1/2, the FSGA Hard Card of
what constitutes an official event
(18 holes may constitute an official
event) and the responsibility to do
what is best, the Committee decided
to resume the round from suspen-
sion the next morning at 10:30 AM
and complete round one, cancel
round two, and complete round
three on the third day; thus short-
ening the competition to 36 holes.

As the Committee, you take on
certain responsibilities that require
you to do what is best. Not everyone
is going to agree and certainly some
will disagree with you. However,
following the Rules of Golf and the
Decisions on the Rules of Golf can
certainly offer guidance on whether
to cancel, suspend, or reduce the
number of rounds in your event.

Ruling Affects Gasparilla Playoff

FSGA Tournament Director Peter Dachisen placed
second in the 49th Gasparilla Invitational in Tampa
after he lost on the second playoff hole. Dachisen, who
won the tournament in 2002, was leading by one stroke
going into the final day and finished the event shooting a
69-70-72--211.

After the final round, Dachisen found himself in a
three-way playoff with Jack Hall and Richard Kerper.
Hall was eliminated after the first playoff hole and on the
second playoff hole, Dachisen hit the ball over the back
of the par 3 13th green while Kerper was short of the
green but chipped within 3 feet of the hole to make par.
Dachisen’s par putt rolled past the hole thus resulting in
a victory for Kerper.

In the final round, Dachisen lost a stroke on the ninth
green after he called a penalty on himself because his ball
fell out of his hand, landed and moved his coin that was
marking the position of the ball. He replaced the coin
and golf ball to its original position but since he caused
his ball at rest to move he incurred a one stroke penalty.
No one else saw what happened but Peter knew the right
thing to do.

Everyone at the FSGA is very proud of Peter for his
hard work on and off the course!

U.S.Open Entries

This year, the FSGA will conduct a total of 41 qualifying
events for USGA National Championships. The FSGA
could not administer all of these without the help and
support of the tournament chairmen and volunteers.

More than 1200 competitors will attempt to qualify for
the U.S. Open in Florida. Beginning May 12-May 24, the
FSGA will conduct 17 local qualifiers and one sectional
qualifier at Lake Nona Golf Club on June 8. The sectional
qualifier is one of only 13 across the country. Be sure to
sign up for USGA events at www.usga.org and to volunteer
please visit www.fsga.org .

Forest, 16, was tied for
second with five others after his first round 71. He then
shot the low round of the second day, 69, to finish two
under par 140. In the girls 16-18 age division, Hannah
Brabb, 17, of Maitland, finished first after shooting a 73-
76—149. Brabb, a junior at Winter Park High, tied for
third place in the first FJT event and has won the past two
Florida State Junior Team Championships with the Cen-
tral Florida Junior Golf Tour.

In the boys 13-15 age division at Shingle Creek, Mi-
chael Sedacca, 15, of Orlando, secured the top spot
after firing a 71-70—141. Sedacca, a sophomore at Lake
Highland Prep, placed second in the first FJT event last
month at the Ritz-Carlton Golf Club. In the girls 13-15
age division, Kristen Hill, 13, of Weston, playing in her
first FJT event prevailed as the Champion shooting a 75-
73—148. Courtney Figueroa, 15, from Naples, recorded
a 77-74—151 to place second bettering her performance
at the Ritz event where she finished in fifth place.
